Situation and Technical Assistance Request

The request for this site visit was to continue to support the development and implementation of the Nebraska Safety Intervention System (NSIS) by building on the expertise of regional experts and other staff to improve issues to increase effective implementation.
Site Visit  
The first two days involved technical assistance provided to about 22 participants in Lincoln and to large numbers of staff in 42 sites via conference call.  Activities were designed to enhance skills in safety planning, protective capacity assessment, case planning and conditions for return.  There was considerable opportunity for q and a, case presentations, consultation and practical application of safety concepts throughout the life of the case. Clarity about sufficiency of safety plans, how to link safety threats to diminished protective capacities that need to be enhanced  and how to link those to goals are the case plan were discussed.
The third day was with spent with upper leadership discussing the NE Intake system and it’s compatibility with the NSIS and a variety of other concerns related to practice.  The meeting resulted in Nebraska deciding to request additional TA in these areas for the upcoming federal fiscal year.
Next Steps
Nebraska staff will provide ADC data on Intake calls.  They will also provide data on issues related to co- occurring domestic violence and child abuse for NRCCPS review.  NRCCPS will review the Intake approach and the Domestic Violence information and provide feedback on next steps to Nebraska HHS. 
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
