Situation and Technical Assistance Request
As part of the CFSR/PIP Georgia requested assistance to review their risk assessment process,  practice, and training.  The risk assessment is seen as a primary tool to better assessment of  the needs of families so that appropriate services might be made available.  
Technical Assistance Provided 
On site meetings were held on October 22-23 and December 11, 2008 with a work group consisting of DFCS employees from county, regional and state office level, as well as some selected stakeholders.  Stakeholders included representatives from the Court Improvement Project and Citizen’s Review Panels.  
Among topics discussed were the application of the current tool and it’s usefulness in case planning, options for changes to the current tool, and options to address the goal for better family assessments through a broader approach.   

Next Steps
At this point next steps in technical assistance are unclear.  Georgia leadership will be apprised of the work group’s discussions and the NRCs recommendation for a broader approach.  Once decisions have been made further technical assistance may be requested.  NRCCPS remains willing to assist Georgia in any T/TA methods that the state and the federal regional office mutually agree upon.
