Situation and Technical Assistance Request:
NRCCPS attend the state management meeting to provide technical assistance with the results of the safety outcomes from the CFSR (exit interview), and the April 2008 study that the NRCCPS conducted to compare the Montana Initial Safety Assessment (ISA) to the state of the art in safety intervention.  To provide recommendations.
Technical Assistance Provided: 

On-Site
Three staff from the NRCCPS met with the state management on February 19, 2009.  The Montana results of the CFSR/ exit interview were reviewed and compared in detail to the results of the 2008 study.  Management was provided clarification about findings and given recommendations.  NRCCPS disseminated five state models to management for consideration about suggestive changes or modifications to the ISA.  Management planned to review the state models and discuss options and fit for Montana.
Next Steps:
A Program Improvement Group (PIG) has been assembled.  The next meeting for the PIG is scheduled in March.  At that meeting the PIG plans to review the exit interview results and the recommendations from the NRCCPS to determine the future needs/ next steps of TA.  NRCCPS plans to continue the work with the PIG at the next scheduled meeting that is scheduled for April 29 and 30.
